 Cathy Holmes, IM missionary to In-
dia, was in Macomb August 30 at Aurelios. 
She spoke to a small group of her work as 
Director of Admissions for Woodstock School 
in northern India. It is a Christian co-
educational school of around 465 students 
(grades 1-12) from 25 countries. About 40% 
are from non-Christian homes. She also 
looks after students who come to Woodstock 
for a year under the SAGE (Students Abroad 
for Global Education) program. English is the 
language used in their ministry. All students 
are exposed to the gospel through Bible 
study, Chapel, residence devotions and 
Christian activities. 
 Cathy was visiting her mother in 
Racine, Wisconsin and came to Macomb 
through efforts of Dean Reeverts, Pastor of 
Blandinsville FBC. She has been a mission-
ary 35 years and plans to retire in the next 2 
or 3 years. 
 Judson College at Elgin, IL is now 
Judson University! 
 Dr. Robert Duncan Jr., President of 
Bacone College, reported that 118 students 
received their Bachelor’s degree May 5, 
2007 and 61 received their Associate’s de-
gree. This is the largest number of graduates 
in the history of Bacone. 
 The opening of the new Student Life 
center at the Bacone Inn just after spring 
break was a huge success for the students. 
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Musing on Missions

The Bacone College Gospel Choir and Ba-
cone Praise Team/Praise Band has been in-
volved in ministry to the inmates at Davis Cor-
rectional Facility in Holdenville, OK. Saturday, 
February 24 about 20 students led over 200 
inmates in two hours of worship and testi-
mony. The groups were warmly received and 
have been invited to return. This is ministry 
training that can’t be found in a classroom. 
 Daniel Baltz, a member of FBC of 
Aurora, has delayed college to serve as a Vol-
unteer Missionary to Bluefields, Nicaragua. 
He left in August and expects to return next 
May. IM Missionaries Ketly and Vital Peirre, 
work in church planting on the Atlantic coast 
of Nicaragua. The Peirre’s also have a resi-
dential ministry for children whose parents are 
employed by cruise ships. Daniel’s work will 
include teaching English, music, Sunday 
School, painting, digging, laying brick, assist-
ing visiting work groups, and anything else he 
is asked to do. Bluefields is a city of 60,000 
with a high unemployment rate. Very few resi-
dents are Christian. They undoubtedly felt the 
effects of Hurricane Felix in early September. 
 The following facts are recorded in 
Churches in Action ILCAP Newsletter for 
June/July 2007. Teenage girls tend to enter 
addiction treatment at a younger age than 
boys, and are likely to be primary users of al-
cohol and inhalants, whereas boys are more 
likely to report that marijuana is their favorite 
drug, according to “Substance Abuse and 
Mental Health Services”. Girls were also more 

likely (23% to 18%) to have a co-occurring 
psychiatric disorder. Marijuana was the most 
common drug of abuse for both male (72%) 
and female (51%). Research shows that girls 
use alcohol and drugs to boost their confi-
dence, reduce tension, and cope with prob-
lems. The study found that 23% of girls were 
admitted to treatment for alcohol compared to 
16% of male teens. Inhalants were the pri-
mary substance abused by 12% of girls and 
only 4% of boys. 
 The “Independent” a large London 
newspaper that advocated the legalization of 
marijuana in 1997, apologized March 18, 
2007, based on new evidence about the high 
potency of cannabis. “Record numbers of 
teenagers are requiring drug treatment as a 
result of smoking skunk, the highly potent 
cannabis strain that is 25 times stronger than 
the resin (marijuana) sold a decade ago”. This 
highly potent marijuana “can be as damaging 
as cocaine and heroin, leading to mental 
health problems and psychosis for thousands 
of teenagers” Professor Neil McKeganey from 
Glasgow University’s Center for Drug Misuse 
Research said, “Society has seriously under-
estimated how dangerous cannabis really is.”

What’s your spiritual yield? 
 
 In a sermon, Arizona pastor Jane Tews said: “I sometimes imagine what it would be 

like if the nightly TV news included a kind of Dow Jones report on the spiritual yield. The 

announcer might say, for instance, ‘Well, friends, kindness was up an eighth today, but 

greed rose by 2 percent. Lust was down a half point in slow trading, and justice showed no 

change. Patience reached a new high — closing at 72. Love had a narrow gain to 49 per-

cent, but peace plummeted when investors panicked.’” 

 Tews then added that God’s kingdom isn’t measured that way. Instead, it’s appar-

ent when human need is met, when justice is strengthened, when evil is reversed and 

when people in bondage are freed. The kingdom becomes a reality when there is recon-

ciliation among enemies, when false pride is eliminated and when guilt is lifted.  

 “When a troubled soul searching for identity and meaning takes the risk of faith 

and accepts Christ as Lord and Savior, that’s when the kingdom appears,” Tews said.
