These 
include books, cars, dolls, games, puzzles, gift 
wrap, modeling clay, scrapbooks, markers, 
colored pencils, disposable table clothes, boys 
shirts, underpants, undershirts, girl’s slacks, 
men’s socks and underwear, deodorant, and 

sports balls. Gift cards may be given. The full list 
is posted in the Friendly class room. If you wish 
to contribute, sign your name under the item, and 
indicate the quantity. Check before buying. 
   We will also send 2 Health Kits and 2 School 
Kits to Church World Service. $165 goes to China 
and 35 roller bandages to the Congo. 
   Carolyn Tomlinson is White Cross Chairman 
and can answer additional questions. Hopefully, 
someone who is going to Peoria can take the box 
and thus avoid high postage. 
   Our ABWM really appreciates the church’s 
cooperation. 
   Pat Nert of Norfolk, VA is a new missionary in 
Ghana, working to abolish human slavery in 
partnership with the Ghana Baptist Convention. 
Pat is not alone. Missionaries from International 
Ministries work in 25 countries, which the US 
Department of State identifies as having a 
problem in human slavery, more formally called 
human trafficking. 
   When someone thinks of modern slavery, 
forced prostitution often comes to mind. It is true  
that many women and children are forced into 
prostitution, but our missionaries attest to the fact 
that many more women, children, and men are 
enslaved in ways that do not involve the sex 
trade. 
   Ghana has a culture where families will give 
daughters to priests of traditional religions, in 
false hopes of combating evil spirits or other

misfortunes experienced by a family.  
   Three hours outside of Accra, the capital, 
there is a small village where the Ghana 
Baptist Convention is caring for more than 60 
girls and women who had been given by their 
families to these priests and lived in slavery, 
which included sex. Pat teaches Bible and 
English. She said, “I’m sad when I think about 
what they went through to get here. Their 
freedom is literally purchased by the 
Convention.” 
   American Baptist Women’s Ministries across 
the nation are supporting as their special 
project, “Slavery in the 21st Century. Break the 
Chains”. 
   The family of Phila Nestrick, member of the 
Kinderhook, IL Baptist Church, set up a 
memorial fund to support a worthy mission. 
The ABWM of Kinderhook chose to give $1000 
to the Break the Chains project. 
   It was because Phila had a car and drove on 
to O’Hare when snow closed the Peoria Airport 
that we went on the Mission trip to India, 
December 31—January 21, 1979. O’Hare was 
also closed when we got there, but we were 
able to fly to NY the next afternoon. We caught 
up with the tour group in Rome. In contrast, 
India’s temperature was in the 80’s.

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THEME: God’s Power to Change Your Life 
 

What would you like to change about yourself? Would you like to be more 

confident or more relaxed? Perhaps you would like to be more outgoing, less 

anxious, less fearful. We have probably read some self-help books and tried to 

change, only to find ourselves slipping back to the way we don’t want to be, so 

what are we to do? These messages are being prepared with two things in mind: 

where the power of change comes from and what we want to be like after we 

change. The bottom line is that Jesus Christ offers us the power we need to 

become what He wants us to be. The change doesn’t come all at once. It may 

take time. But when we rely on God’s power, we can change. My prayer is that 

through these messages and thinking through these qualities, you will embrace 

the power Christ offers to change your life.
