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During the 1800s, George Müller came 
to Bristol, England. Shortly after his 
arrival the economy crashed. Many 
fathers left their families to go work in 
the mines. While they were gone, there 
was an outbreak of cholera that claimed 
the lives of many mothers. Children 
were left wandering the streets because 
they had no place to go. 

God lead Müller to build an orphanage.  It housed 300 children. Müller wanted to 
do more, so he built a second building that housed 400 children. That was still not enough, 
so he built another that housed another 300 children.  At any given time, he was caring for 
1000 children and everything the orphanages needed was given to them! 
  One day the Matron came in and told Müller that the children in building #1 were 
ready for breakfast but there was absolutely nothing available to eat. M¿ller said heôd take 
care of it although he had no idea how.  When he got to the dining room, he found the 
children standing obediently by their places, ready to eat, but there was no food.  Müller 
led the children in a simple prayer: ñDear God, we thank you for what you are going to give 
us to eat. Amen.ò  He motioned the children to be seated. He had no idea where the food 
he had just prayed for would come from but he knew that God would not fail the children.  
No sooner had the children seated when there was a knock at the door. Müller opened it 
and found the baker holding a huge tray of delicious smelling bread. He told Müller that he 
couldnôt sleep that night. He kept thinking that somehow they would need bread this 
morning so he got up at 2:00 a.m. and baked three batches for the orphanage. Within 
minutes the children were all eating freshly baked bread. 

While they were enjoying the bread, there was a second knock at the door. This 
time it was the milk man. The wheel on his cart had broken and he would have to empty 
the cart before he could fix it. There were 10 full cans of milk on the cart. He asked if the 
orphanage could use them ï free of charge of course! There was enough milk for each 
child to have a mug full and enough left over for them to have with their tea at lunch. Thirty 
minutes after Müller had entered the dining room, 300 children filed out all with full 
stomachs.

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Why Did Jesus Fold the Napkin? 
 

I ran across the following article and wanted to share it with you: 
Why did Jesus fold the linen burial cloth after his resurrection? The Gospel of John 
(20:7) tells us that the napkin, which was placed over the face of Jesus, was not just 
thrown aside like the grave clothes. The Bible takes an entire verse to tell us that the 
napkin was neatly folded, and placed at the head of that stony coffin. Early on 
Sunday morning, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the tomb and found 
that the stone had been rolled away from the entrance. She ran and found Simon 
Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved. She said, ñThey have taken 
the Lordôs body out of the tomb, and we donôt know where they have put him!ò Peter 
and the other disciple ran to the tomb to see. The other disciple out ran Peter and got 
there first. He stopped, and looked in, and saw the linen cloth lying there, but he 
didnôt go in. Then, Simon Peter arrived and went inside. He also noticed the linen 
wrappings lying there, while the cloth that had covered Jesusô head was folded up, 
lying to the side.  
Was that important? Absolutely! Is it really significant? Yes!  
In order to understand the significance of the folded napkin, you have to understand a 
little bit of the Hebrew tradition of that day. The folded napkin had to do with the 
Master and Servant, and every Jewish boy knew the tradition. When the servant set 
the dinner table for the master, he made sure that it was exactly the way the master 
wanted it. The table was furnished perfectly, and then the servant would wait, just out 
of sight, until the master had finished eating.   The servant would not dare touch that 
table until the master was finished.  Now, if the master were done eating, he would 
rise from the table, wipe his fingers, his mouth, and clean his beard, and would wad 
up the napkin and toss it onto the table. The servant would then know to clear the 
table. For in those days, the wadded napkin meant, ñIôm finished.ò But if the master 
got up from the table, and folded his napkin, and laid it beside his plate, the servant 
would not dare touch the table, becauseé the folded napkin meant, ñI coming back!ò  
So, you see, Jesus was telling everyone that He was coming back!  Are you looking 
forward to His return?  
I do look forward to worshipping and working with you this month.

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   April is Alcohol 

Awareness Month to 

preven t  underage 

d r ink ing .  A lcoho l 

continues to be the 

number one drug used 

by youth. Alcohol use in 

the past month was 

reported by more than 

one in five eighth grade 

s t u d e n t s  a n d 

approximately one half of 12th grade students. 

Illinois alcohol percentage of 8thð12th grades 

continue to be higher than the national 

percentages. Survey data found about 8% of 

sophomores and 21% of seniors answered they 

had driven after drinking alcohol. A report 

released by Substance Abuse and Mental Health 

Service Administration revealed more than 40% 

of the nationôs 10 million underage drinkers 

obtained their alcohol from adults of legal 

drinking ageðincluding their own parents! 

   More than 5000 underage drinkers die each 

year due to motor vehicle crashes, unintentional 

death (fires, falls, overdose), homicide and 

suicide. An average of 3 million youth aged 12-20 

meet the diagnostic criteria for having an alcohol 

use disorder. Underage drinking cost the citizens 

of Illinois $3.04 billion in 2007.  

   Alcohol use during adolescence may affect 

brain development and they may remember 10% 

less of what they have learned than those who 

donôt drink.  

   The above is taken from the March 2010 issue 

of Illinois Church Action on Alcohol and Addiction 

Problems.

   The two missionary families assigned to Chile 

were no in the country when the earthquake hit. 

Barbara and Dwight Bolick serve the Mapuche 

people of Southern Chile. Carlos Bonilla and wife 

Mayra are professors-at-large for the Churches of 

the Convention of Baptist Churches and Baptist 

Theological Institute. 

   Ketley and Vital Pierre, IM, work in church 

planting on the Atlantic coast of Nicaragua. They 

began the first Spanish speaking Baptist Church 

in the city of Bluefields which is named Bethel.

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They have a special childrenôs ministry that 

started with five children in 2007 and now have 

more than 50. There is an After School Program, 

Childrenôs Ministry on Saturdays (Bible teaching, 

sports, and music), Safe Harbor (home for 

children whose parents are working outside 

Nicaragua), Day Care, Saturday Movie Night, 

and Sunday school so each child can find refuge 

in God, the place of safety. Many of the parents 

work on cruise ships and are gone two or three 

weeks at a time. 

   The Pierreôs build relationships by working 

alongside local people, sharing the gospel and 

meeting human needs of various kinds. They 

have also worked with a large number of short 

term mission teams from the US. 

   Gary and Melinda Bates are International 

Ministries Missionaries living in San Jose, the 

capitol of Costa Rica. Both are pastors and 

teach at the Baptist Seminary in the San Jose 

area. They also train leaders through classes, 

retreats, special events, and friendships. 

   Gary was a mission speaker a few years ago 

at the Regional Mission Conference in 

Springfield. He is probably 6ô4 or more in height 

and can easily be found in a crowd. 

   Dan Vittioe, former pastor at Raritan, now 

living in Missouri, has led work groups since 

1985. I had the privilege of going with his group 

in 1988 to repair a church in San Isidro.  

   The Baptist Foundation was formerly allied 

with the Southern Baptists. In 1981, they asked 

for partnership with American Baptists and were 

ready in 1991 to receive American Baptist 

Missionaries. 17 GRR groups have joined in the 

construction work of the Alejuelita Church since 

May of 2003. It is 70% complete. John Grisham 

is now the coordinator of the GRR/Costa Rica 

Partnership. 

   Several Secret Place devotional booklets are 

not being used. They are daily devotionals 

published by ABC at Valley Forge and come in 

both regular and large print. They are on the 

table at the back of the sanctuary. Please use 

them.
