Although we here on earth are trying to rise above the distractions of 
the day, we need never struggle alone. Bill Hybels, Pastor of the Wil-
low Creek Community Church in Barrington, Illinois, says ñGod is here 
- eternally and faithfully, with infinite patience and love - and if we 
reach out to him, He will restore perspective and peace of our 
souls.ò If you find yourself going through some difficult situations, re-
member that God is always there for you. If you become discouraged 
with the direction of your day or your life, lift your thoughts and prayers 
to Him. He will guide you through your difficult times. Whatever hallway 
youôre in - no matter how long, how dark, or how scary - God is right 
there with you!
