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When the Grasshoppers Came  
Adapted from the Hutchinson Leader, Hutchinson, MN,  

May 25, 2007 

The story of the devastating grasshopper plague and the miracle that 
saved Minnesota farmers. 

 
The first waves of grasshoppers invaded Minnesota in 1856 or 1857. It 

lasted through the summer of 1858.  After 1858, little was mentioned 
about the grasshoppers until the early 1870s. 
By 1877, the stateôs entomologist reported to the Legislature that 

grasshopper eggs covered about 50,000 of the stateôs 80,000 square 
miles. 

With more than half of the state covered in grasshopper eggs, 
extraordinary measures were needed to combat the pests. Governor 
Pillsbury rose to the occasion by taking extreme action. He took the highly 
unusual step of merging church and state by proclaiming a Day of Prayer 
for April 26, 1877. 

April 26 dawned clear and sunny. By midnight, however, the sky had 
clouded over and a cold rain began to fall. The wind shifted from the south 
to the north and the cold rain turned to sleet and later snow. Through the 
following day, the snowstorm raged continuing into April 28. Once the 
storm had blown itself out, farmers went into their fields and found the 
grasshoppers were dead, frozen from the unexpected snowstorm. 

As word spread of the miracle, the people rejoiced. No eggs were laid 
that summer and no new grasshoppers emerged to gorge on Minnesota 
crops. 
Pillsburyôs Day of Prayer had worked. Minnesota never again was 

afflicted with grasshoppers.

Noodle Insurance 
Of course, not everyone appreciates stylish 
additions of noodles to their yard. If thatôs you, 
you may purchase ñnoodle insuranceò that will 
ensure that the noodles do not visit your yard at 
anytime during the fundraiser. The suggested 
donation for noodle insurance is $35. Noodle 
insurance must be purchased by June 14.  
 
Respect for Private Property 
While we want to have fun and encourage some 
good-natured ribbing and competition between 

FBC regulars, families, and friends; we will  
respect the rights of homeowners to control what 
happens on their property. Therefore, we will not 
place the noodles in the yard of anyone who asks 
us to refrain from doing so ahead of time, 
whether or not they have purchased ñnoodle  
insurance.ò 
In addition, if we have placed noodles in the yard 
of someone who does not want them there, we 
will promptly remove them upon request at no 
charge. While placing noodles, we will confine 
our movement to the area of the yard nearest the 
curb and will not disturb any landscaping.

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   Perhaps little is 
known to many 
p r e s e n t  d a y 
Baptists is the 
American Baptist 
Historical Society. 
The Archives 

Center is located at Valley Forge, PA and the 
Historical Library at Rochester, NY. It is the 
oldest Baptist historical organization (founded 
in 1853) with the largest and most diverse 
collection of the church and to the nation. 
   Subscribing membership is $40, annually. 
This includes the American Baptist Quarterly 
and the ABHS Newsletter. 
   The following is taken from correspondence 
from A.W. Clark, Secretary for the Nebraska 
Baptist Convention December 1894ðOctober 
1896. Nebraska had an extremely harsh winter 
1894-1895 and sent out pleas for help. 
Churches across the country sent boxes, 
barrels, and sacks of warm clothing, foodstuffs, 
and cash donations. A mother froze to death 
leaving four orphan children. A thank you letter 
explains how the Connecticut aid was used: 
   ñI have planned to use the money between 
three or four Baptist ministers who are in the 
destitute sections and who are sharing with the 
people in the suffering of those regions. Allow 
me to mention the fact that one of these Baptist 
pastors who gave his whole time preaching 
every Sunday during the 1894, the total income 
for his services during the entire year amounted 
to $17.77. I recently visited him and found that 
he was in every way a worthy minister of the 
gospel and the Lord had greatly blessed him in 

His work. Our Mission Board will only be able 
this year of 1895 to appropriate $9.50 towards 
his salary, and the churches in that section are 
unable to pay him anything. By means of gifts 
in this way and gifts of clothing and provision, I 
think he will be able to stay on the field during 
the year. Part of the money will go to another 
Baptist minister, who gives his whole time to 
the work of the ministry for which is 
compensation for all sources during the past six 
months has averaged $10 a month. A constant 
revival is going on in his field, but the people 
are so destitute they are unable to pay him any 
more salary. I planned also to give a portion of 
it to another Baptist pastor, who lives in a dug-
out and sod house, and who has sickness in 
his family for six or eight weeks past. He is 
without any sources of income whatsoever. The 
church is unable to pay him a cent. He has a 
little farm, but crops have failed for two years in 
succession. I learned from a neighbor who has 
been assisting them in their sickness, that they 
had only three saucers, two or three spoons, 
and one or two knives and forks and two or 
three cups, and that constituted the sum total of 
all the dishes in the house. I learned from the 
people there, that under the preaching of this 
brother, there has been at least one conversion 
every week the past two months.ò 
   This historical account held a special interest 
to me as my maternal grandparents, John and 
Anna Horrell, were living in Frontier County, NE 
during that time. They were married in 1883 in 
Macomb. In 1885 soon after the death of their 
first child of infantile paralysis, my grandfather, 
his brother-in-law, Allen Rush and a friend, 
Sam Hatfield drove 600 miles in a covered

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wagon to settle a tree claim in Frontier County, 
NE. Grandma went by train when he got settled 
and a sod house built. My mother was born in 
that sod house in April 1887. A second son 
died of jaundice when only a few days old and 
a third son died of croup in 1895. In 1889 the 
family moved to the county seat at Stockville 
where Grandpa served as County Clerk. 
   In September 1910 they moved back to 
Macomb, so my mother and brother Charles 
could attend high school. It is a miracle that 
anyone survived those years on the Nebraska 
prairie!ò 
   The amount received for the ABWM National 
Endowment Fund was $75. 
   Sine the Haiti earthquake, January 12, total 
giving through American Baptist Churches has 
been more that $1,900,000. As our Haitian 
partners identify specific needs and projects, 
additional funds are being released. Volunteer 
medical personnel, especially doctors and 
physician assistants continue to be required to 
form rotating teams to treat earthquake victims. 
Kristi Engle, IM in the Dominican Republic 
supervises these teams. They gather in D.R. 
each Sunday, travel to Haiti on Monday, work 
for the week and return to the Dominican 

Republic on Saturday. 

   Kristi is one of the Special Interest 
Missionaries assigned to Great Rivers Region. 
   International Missionaries has approved Rev. 
Catherine (Katie) and Rev. Taku Longkumer to 
serve in India with the Council of Baptist 
Churches in North East India CBCNEI. Katie 
will provide worship and counseling training to 
churches and share her gift of missionary 
training. Taku will work with the mission 

secretaries of CBCNEI and member 
conventions, and to equip churches to better 
support their missionaries. He will also provide 
pastoral care. 
   Taku is from the area and his grandfather 
was one of the first converts of his village. 
Presently, Taku is pastor of FBC of Farmington, 
IL. Katie has served as interim pastor of the 
First Presbyterian church of Farmington. They 
are presently raising support for their work in 
India.
