& New Heart Ministries International

New Heart Ministries International (NHMI) was birthed behind the serpentine wire fences of
the Pickaway Correctional Institution (PCI) in Orient, Ohio. In the winter of 2002, founder
Mark Tanner was incarcerated as a result of a 7-year battle with crack cocaine addiction.
During the preceding years, Mark languished in the bondage of addiction and suffered many
periods of homelessness, multiple arrests and the painful losses of a 12-year marriage, the
custody of his children, his home and a successful insurance agency. While incarcerated,
Mark, who had majored in Jazz Composition at The Ohio State University in the early 1980's,
was led to once again to pick up the guitar. He began to write songs of praise after a 20-year
period of stagnancy. Mark was invited to join the institutional praise team at PCI where he
began as a vocalist. Shortly thereafter he joined in playing the guitar. He was soon asked to
serve as Praise & Worship Leader. During his incarceration, Mark began to compose songs
of praise. “The thought of writing music which would give God the glory had never before
crossed my mind.”

After his release in January of 2004, Mark was led to the C.R.A.C.K. (Christ Resurrects After
Crack Kills) House Ministries (CHM), an inner city outreach in Columbus, Ohio where Pastor
Mitchell Ellison befriended him. He began to minister with his music and to work with the
praise team. Shortly thereafter he was installed as Minister of Music for CHM. In 2006, Mark
completed a lifelong dream; the release of his first CD project entitled First Fruits. “The
testimony of the origin of these songs and how the Lord arranged for their recording is
moving evidence that we serve a God who will give us our hearts desire, a mighty God who
comes to us when we pray.”

After relocating to lowa in 2005, Mark served for 1 year as Praise & Worship Leader at the
Wesley United Methodist Church in Ottumwa, and 3 years as Pastor of Worship at Living
Stones Fellowship in Fairfield, lowa. In June of 2008, Mark married his wife Suzanne who
hails from Switzerland, and now Mark and Suzanne live in Ottumwa, lowa from where they
base the ministry. In December 2008, Mark graduated Summa Cum Laude from Vennard
Bible College with a degree in Christian Music Ministries. Mark continues to compose his own
unique style of music that has been labeled by some of his contemporaries as “music to be
understood.”

The Great Rivers Region Annual Assembly
will meet October 1 & 2 and the Holiday Inn in
Mt. Vernon, IL. More about the program later.

ABW Ministries is sponsoring a Mission
Encounter trip to Africa, April 21—May 6, 2011.
You will travel to the Democratic Republic of
the Congo where in the capitol, Kinshasa,
young women are being trafficked into a life of
prostitution. Missionary Jill Lowery will take you
on a tour of the Mitendi Center that is bringing
hope to these women. You will visit medical
clinics, see White Cross supplies hard at work,
and meet missionaries Ann & Bill Clemmer,
Kathryn & Wayne Niles, and Miriam Noyes who
will share about the Adult Literacy Program.

In South Africa, missionaries Rich & Anita
Gutierrez hold rural health screening clinics.
The current project for GRR is $15,000 to equip
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rural screening supplies for them. About 1/4 of
the people have HIV/AIDS.

Two new missionaries have been assigned to
GRR by National Ministries. Jeromy Emerling is
Executive Director of Friendship House of
Christian Service in Billings, Montana. He holds
a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Biblical Studies
and a Bachelor of Arts Degree in
Communications from Northwestern College in
St. Paul, Minnesota. Jeromy is married and
they are parents of Elijah, 4 and Matthew, 2.

He and his wife intentionally moved into the
neighborhood they now serve eight years ago.
‘Living among those that we now serve has
given us a unique opportunity to form
meaningful relationships and to be available for
specific needs as they arise among these
families.” Youth development is a primary focus
and approximately 150 families are served by
the summer program alone.

The mission is currently engaging in new
initiatives to build healthy families. “Unhealthy
families are the source of many of the struggles
that neighborhood folks deal with”. In addition,
fundraising efforts are focused on building a
new facility that wil better serve the
neighborhood.

Billings is on Interstate 90 just off the
northwest corner of the Crow Indian
Reservation.
